Root Candle, will shuttle shoppers and visitors around the area. The Cleveland Gladiator Goddesses will hold a Foot Ball Toss from 6:30 -9:00. Sunday’s activities include visits with Santa from 1:00-7:00, and continuous live entertainment, including the University of Akron Steel Drum Band, a Ho Ho Corn Hole tournament, carriage rides, and more old-fashioned fun for the whole family.
