Project Description:    
In a decaying industrial town, 18 yr old Sabina wants nothing more than to maintain her relationship with Wade, a 40 yr old steelworker. She has bypassed college for now and is a waitress in a local diner. Wade’s 13 yr old daughter has just moved back into town and Sabina is confronted with what this means for her.  

Sabina lives with her father, Marek, but has a distant relationship with him and her Polish culture. Her father’s aloofness and blind trust have served her and Wade’s relationship so far but he is now becoming less complacent with Sabina’s choices. Sabina’s longtime, loyal friend Maria is also becoming suspicious of her relationship with Wade.    

Amongst mounting obstacles, it is only after Sabina sees Wade in an entirely new light that she is able to decide for herself. 

A Late Fall will be shot in and around Cleveland, OH in late November 2009 on 16mm film. It will feature actors and non-actors and make use of the city’s industrial and deteriorating landscape.

Character Breakdowns:
Sabina: 18-25 yrs, girl, simultaneous maturity and vulnerability. Magnetic, great with people, probing, patient, naive, thirst to learn and experience life.

Wade: 30-50 yrs, white male, impulsive, charming, attractive, knowledgeable, quick witted, struggles with his own guilt about choices he has made in life.

Marek: 40-55 yrs, Polish immigrant, bookish, practical, responsible, well-meaning, worrisome, hard-working, proud, goofy, speaks Polish.
Maria: 17- 25 yrs, girl, saucy, confident, loyal, homebody, comfortable, content.
