Mission statement  

 “MEN in HATS” a performance art fashion show with a twist.

For many years of recent history, men wearing hats have been on a decline;   one might deduce a correlation with men wearing hats with the expression of intimate emotion.   We utilize the hat as metaphor; placing positive power in the hat to redefine and rejuvenate the ability for men to experience free emotion.   

 The artistic fusion of a hat designer and choreographer, develop a whimsical plot to transform men with “magic hats”; these hats demonstrate the power to change mood, behavior and perceptions.  The hats take over the wearer. The project includes 10 men (models, dancers, musicians) and a greedy Hat Fairy (Ballerina).

Brief Synopsis 

First segment: (appr. 4 min.)

We see the Hat Fairy posing as a decorator placing the newest Hat Line on male mannequins. She puts a spell on the hats, which in return enable the mannequins to come alive. 

Second Segment (appr. 6min.)

The magic hats begin to possess their human hosts, manipulating them to exhibit their playful, mischievous, unique, and artistic personalities, which gets more and more out of control.

Third Segment (appr. 5 min.)

The fairy lures the hats and their host into her world; the Hat Emporium. Once again she succeeded in possessing the newest collection. Yet the hats are no longer willing to be hidden and smother the greedy fairy.

In 2006, Lisa, relocated to Cleveland from Los Angeles, where she continues to choreograph and perform locally, nationally and internationally. 

She was awarded an Ohio Arts Council Individual Excellence Award for 2009. Lisa also was voted best female dancer of the year 2004 by the Beverly Hills Outlook, and in 2002 she received a Lester Horton Award for Outstanding Achievement in Choreography in Los Angeles.

Her solo work has been showcased in Cleveland, Cincinnati, Los Angeles, Chicago, New York, Honolulu, and San Francisco, she performed in Switzerland and Lithuania, as well as in major European cities like Vienna, Paris, Madrid, and Edinburgh, Latin American showcases include Guatemala City and Antigua in Guatemala. 

Lisa has also created original works for the former Cleveland Contemporary Dance Theater, Dancing Wheels, Verb Ballets, the Kent State Dance Ensemble, Opera Cleveland and Paul Gurgol’s Fiddler on the Roof at the Beck Center. She also choreographs for Heidi Glynias’ competition team and has received a choreography award by the Dynamite Talent Competition in 2009.
