Participation as an amateur chalk artist is free and open to the general public. All registrants must sign up at the official table near the Gazebo to compete for prizes. The event organizers will provide chalk. NO oil pastels are allowed on the Square.
Many of the businesses in the Historic District will sponsor professional, college, and high school artists to create works of chalk art in front of their businesses. These artists will be judged by professional art critics and teachers, and will compete for gift certificates to sponsoring businesses. In 2011, over 25 local businesses sponsored high school, college, and professional artists to create works of chalk or pastel art in front of the sponsoring business. Sponsor fees paid for the prizes and awards.
